Programmatic Statement:

Dr. Rister's teaching responsibilities have included (1) Ag Economics 105 (Introduction to Agricultural

Economics), (2) Ag Economics 217 (Fundamentals In Ag Economics Analysis), (3) Ag Economics 325 (Introductory

Farm and Ranch Management), (4) Ag Economics 424 & 425 (Rural Entrepreneurship I & II), all at Texas A&M

University, (5) graduate MA 685 Decision and Risk Analysis in Texas A&M University -- Universidad del Valle de

Guatemala Masters of Agribusiness program, at Guatemala City, Guatemala, (6) serving as mentor to several

undergraduate students; and (7) as committee chair and member for several graduate students.  Firm-level problem

identification, analysis, decisionmaking, management control, and business planning are emphasized in the courses. 

Microcomputer software is introduced as a means of complementing managers' decision-making abilities.  The focus in

these courses is on economic principles, concepts, skills, and tools appropriate for "real world" managerial situations. 

The emphasis is on combining rigor in theory with pragmatic solutions and approaches to contemporary agribusiness

management problems, with the intent of both identifying appropriate solutions to today's problems and developing

skills in identifying and solving tomorrow's problems.

The following excerpts from Dr. Rister’s nomination for the 2009 Individual Student Relationships award

sponsored by the Texas A&M University Association of Former Students provides an excellent summary of current

and former students’ appreciation for the breadth and depth of his teaching program:

We enthusiastically nominate Professor M. Edward Rister for the Association of Former Students’

Distinguished Achievement Awards – Individual Student Relationships. ... In each area, his commitment to

his students is for them to not only excel in the immediate moment, but to prepare for success and resiliency in

life.  The themes of his service to “Aggies” are  “excellence,” “compassion,” “attention to individual

students,” and “continuity beyond graduation.” 

Dr. Rister offers a diverse set of learning opportunities in his classes and other university activities which are

designed to encourage students’ growth, both academically and professionally.  ‘Real-world’ “Professors-for-

a-Day” are an integral feature of his classes, with entrepreneurs, financial lenders, industry insurance

representatives, and marketing professionals comprising the “Professors-for-a-Day” who make presentations

in his classes.  Alex Heartfield ‘96 wrote, “Dr. Rister has been one of the most influential people in my life

ever since I first stepped into his classroom.  His energy and passion about what he does for his students and

for Texas A&M University is second to none. ... The most impactful experience in Dr. Rister’s class was

when we presented our new enterprise in front of real bankers to see if we would get approved for a loan.  The

analysis that we had to provide has been invaluable to me. ... I know I can always call Dr. Rister for advice
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and assistance.  Dr. Rister contacts me periodically to ask about me and my family.  I have never had a

professor care as much as he has.”  Clinton “Bubba” Moser ‘01 wrote “During my tenure at Texas A&M, Dr.

Rister was, bar none, the most challenging professor I encountered.  ... Learning the skill of taking initiative in

order to complete a task is simply the most valuable asset that I acquired during my undergraduate education. 

Throughout my seven years of work experience, the skill that has benefitted me the most is the ability to “go

get it” rather than waiting on it to come to me.  I feel the inception of this skill was incubated by Dr. Rister.” 

Greyson Peterek ‘07 wrote, “After my talks with Dr. Rister, apparently he made a light bulb go off and I

began to understand his reasoning for demanding above and beyond the status quo of any class I had ever

taken before.  I basically went from probably the worst student in a class of more than one hundred the first

semester to one of the best in the course of a school year all because of the motivation and lessons instilled by

Dr. Rister.  I am forever indebted; his work with me has permanently changed my outlook and work ethic.” 

He

is caring, but tough.  Forcefully demanding, yet subtle.  Always encouraging, but detached.  He is the true icon

of a man who lives by example, he has an unbelievable work ethic and his many successes over the years

speak volumes more than can be put on paper.”  

Despite the challenging coursework, Dr. Rister is always aware of students’ varied learning styles and special

needs.  Brandon Hood ‘05 wrote “As a person who has a disability, these traits (i.e., show passion, to never

give up no matter how bad it gets, and to hold the utmost integrity no matter what the cost) that he instilled in

all of us still hold true today in the work force.  The things I remember most about Dr. Rister were his work

ethic for his students and how time was no factor to go above and beyond the call of duty to help his fellow

man. ... Every day, I am tested to the fullest and I hold in the back of my mind the characteristics that Dr.

Rister instilled in me – integrity, honor, and honesty.”  John R. Evans ‘00 “There are several occasions that

resound to me regarding the outstanding character, compassion and sincerity of Dr. Rister.  In particular, the

semester in which I took AGEC 425, my father was diagnosed with prostate cancer.  This was a particularly

difficult time in my collegiate career, and Dr. Rister was caring and compassionate when it was most

important.  I do not believe I would have succeeded in that course during that time without the understanding

and compassion Dr. Rister showed to me during this very stressful time.”  Heidi Battle ‘02 wrote “Thinking I

had made a wrong decision to enroll in this class, I approached Dr. Rister after class.  Dr. Rister stayed and

had a long encouraging talk with me.  I could tell he was genuinely concerned about my fears, and he

continued to keep an active interest in my progress in the class.  I ended up with an A in the class and a new

major, Agricultural Economics.  I could not believe a professor at a large university would actually go out of

his way to make sure I had a good class and university experience. ... I am also most impressed with the fact

that every time we talk, he remembers to ask about my husband and family.  He is not just concerned about

Agricultural Economics students, but all Texas A&M students.  He also was one of the first people

congratulate me on my new baby girl.  How many of your college professor know your husband’s and baby’s

name? ... Without his encouragement and help, my life would have taken a different path. Dr. Rister embodies

the Individual Student Relationship Award in every way.  His concern for my welfare and scholastic and

professional development is unmated by any professor I have ever had.  He has gone above and beyond to

give his time to ensure I grew as an Agricultural Economics major and most importantly, a good Aggie.” 

Mari-Michelle Musselman ‘08 wrote “By the end of the semester, he had mentored everyone in the classroom

on his own time and would alter his schedule and personal responsibilities to meet the needs of the students. 

He genuinely wanted every student to succeed! ...  Dr. Ed Rister is truly one of the finest people I have ever

had the honor of knowing.  His character, dedication, and intellect will enable him to impact students’ futures

for decades to come.” 

His effectiveness in the classroom and commitment to the development of successful Aggies has not gone

unnoticed.  A great testament to this is that numerous former students have generously supported Dr. Rister’s

teaching program, including endowments of $400,000 and annual funding of $5,000 for student awards. 

Beginning in 2008, Matt Bobbitt ‘99, of Global Event Catering, stepped forward to annually underwrite and

provide a banquet dinner for the students enrolled in his Rural Entrepreneurship class and the 50-75 real-

world entrepreneurs, venture capitalists, lenders, and other industry experts serving as mentors to the students. 

Not surprising, a majority of these experts, including Bobbitt, are former students of Dr. Rister’s, eager to

assist him in preparing our students for the real world.  George L. Nelson ‘64 wrote, “I have been a business

professional involved in instructional activities on the Texas A&M campus since 1981, and I have not

witnessed a professor who is as committed to preparing students for life in industry as Dr. Rister. ... He

recognizes the differences in the students, assists them in further developing their strengths, and works with

them individually to improve deficiencies, in an effort to help each student develop to their full potential.” 

Matt Hanson ‘01 wrote “Dr. Rister works to understand our business and constantly asks questions centered

around what the University or he can do to better prepare students for a career with Cargill.  He truly



understands partnering with companies and understanding their needs/wants, and works to align those students

that best fit the goals of that company. ... In my life, I have not run across many people as genuine or caring as

Dr. Rister.  It is both my professional and personal opinion that Texas A&M University does not have too

many “Ed Risters” in their ranks.  His passion for developing people and building relationships has made him

significant in many lives, including mine.”  

During his 27-year tenure at Texas A&M, Dr. Rister has mentored and supported numerous students in a wide

variety of extracurricular, out-of-classroom learning experiences, and leadership projects.  He has been faculty

Advisor to 1st (1985 and 1990), 2nd (2008), and 3rd (1987) Place entrants in the American Agricultural

Economics Association (AAEA) Undergraduate Student Paper Competition and 1st Place (1991 and 2006)

AAEA Undergraduate Student Academic Bowl Competition.  Rister developed materials to prepare the quiz

bowl teams using his typical reliance on student motivation and excellence.  At the 2008 Texas A&M

AgriLife Conference, his students were awarded 1st place in both the undergraduate and graduate student

poster divisions.  Lori Labac Koop, a 1991 national champions team member, wrote in her letter of support,

“Dr. Rister was an excellent mentor and coach.  The team was extremely well prepared prior to the

competition and he was available for tutoring on the sidelines.”  Ed Schulze ‘85, 1st Place winner in the 1985

National AAEA Undergraduate Paper competition, wrote “It is obvious to me that he is a truly dedicated

teacher whose first priority is maximizing each student’s learning potential.  His classroom environment,

which relies heavily on participation from each student, always required that we as students be thoroughly

prepared.” 

Dr. Rister, while an accomplished undergraduate teacher, is also active in the department’s research and

graduate teaching programs.  Dr. Rister has placed students’ professional growth at the top of his list of

priorities, dedicated to making them visible to the profession and industry.  As reflected in the attached

selected excerpts from his vita, many of his articles and presentations were coauthored with students, where

both graduate and undergraduate students frequently serve as lead authors.  Student lead authorship is ‘earned’

by a student making a firm commitment to excellence under Ed’s leadership.  He routinely involves

undergraduates in his research program.  Lowell Raun ‘76, an El Campo rice producer and graduate of the

Mays Business school, wrote “I soon learned first hand about Ed’s compassion and dedication to his work. 

For many years, now in working in both the rice and water areas, he has included his students.  We visit often

and a majority of our conversations will include an update on this or that current student and/or Former

Student.  Many visits to my farm have been made by Ed and his students.  These visits were often to

demonstrate to the student the real world application and meaningfulness of a course or research project the

student was involved in. ... In all the years I have known Ed, our conversations have never been about Ed, and

they have always been about his teaching, research and mainly “his” students.” 

Although Dr. Rister’s success as a teacher in the classroom is truly exceptional, the time he dedicates outside

the classroom really sets him apart.  Dr. Rister invested considerable professional and personal hours during

2002-2006 while serving as our Department’s Associate Head for Undergraduate Programs.  During this time,

he was highly active in revising/expanding the curriculum for our students and also in obtaining former

students’ support for our students’ extracurricular learning activities.  Sam C. Webb ‘07 wrote “My earliest

interaction with Dr. Rister came as a freshman.  Dr. Rister was pivotal in starting the “Fall Kickoff” which is

designed to welcome the freshman class to Texas A&M.  This event has taken many fresh, young faces from

anxiety to a welcoming experience of the Aggie Spirit [it has grown from an attendance of 100 in 2002 to

more than 350 in 2007]. ... perhaps more importantly, personal skills like determination, confidence and

initiative are developed both to the benefit of the student and society at large.  This is what Dr. Rister does-

day in and day out.  He truly does care.  He truly does invest in students beyond what is required.  He truly is

unique among the faculty.”  Kathryn Jasek ‘07 wrote “By taking the time to learn about his students on an

academic and personal level, Dr. Rister was able to connect with us in a way that professors seldom try to do;

he took an active role in helping students ... and he even helped students find mentors when they were

struggling in a class besides his own.  He helped me build confidence in myself through his trust in my

decisions and abilities; from his leadership I learned diplomacy, professionalism, responsibility, and

dedication. ... Dr. Rister played a large role in molding me into the person that I am today.”

Melanie Schroedter ‘08 wrote “Dr. Rister has always gone above and beyond for his students.  He shared his

contacts and made sure that his students developed networking skills and professional relationships that would

further their future careers and aspirations.  My interaction with Dr. Ed Rister has led me to realize my own

and goals.  He would nurture our leadership skills to ensure our success in various projects which helped us to

learn vital skills that we would need after we were through with our careers at Texas A&M.

... the attribute that makes him most deserving, ..., of a relationship award is his commitment to lifelong

mentoring, in which he endeavors to ensure a student’s success even after they leave Texas A&M.  This

never-ending dedication to each and every student that has entered his classroom can best be demonstrated in

the following words of his students.  In a true sense, Rister considers his students as members of his extended

family.  He seldom passes through a town where a former student lives without either calling or stopping by to

say hello, discuss professional growth, and to continue mentoring.  Allen Sturdivant ‘88 wrote “You might

include his uncanny and infamous ability to keep up with and regularly visit former students –  those who have

traveled with Dr. Rister know ... it doesn’t matter what state or what county, Ed has a former student there and

he will call to touch base and arrange a visit!  Though we affectionately harass Ed over this, it is a testament to

the lasting impact and relationships Ed has with many of his former students ... including myself. ... Again, I

do not think you can find anyone more deserving than Dr. Rister!  He continually proves himself invaluable to

the education, careers, and lives of many students.”

Mike Caldwell ‘77 wrote “The unwavering commitment of time and talent that Dr. Rister has contributed over

the years on behalf of his many students is an investment that is universally appreciated by his many students;

both past and present.  Dr. Ed Rister’s life long dedication to the success of his students will be strongly felt at

Texas A&M University for many years to come.”  Jeremy Drager ‘97 wrote “Dr. Rister is the only professor

I’ve had that has continued to check in on me over that time to see how I’m doing.”  Kimberly Bailes

Wunderlich ‘01, a former Ag Development student, wrote “Dr. Rister also went to great lengths to recognize

the success of his students, even calling each student that made an A on his test to congratulate them and tell

them their score.  I can honestly say that I never had a professor who so obviously cared about his students

more than Dr. Rister. ... This interest in, and influence on his students also doesn’t end with graduation.  Each

time I visit with Dr. Rister (even eight years after have taking his class), he is quick to ask about my family,

invite me to come visit if I’m in the area, and offer assistance.  I have found myself modeling many of my

techniques after those of Dr. Rister and developing student activities similar to his that encourage higher-order

thinking and a connection to the material.”

Mark Miller ‘87, third place winner in the 1987

National AAEA Undergraduate Paper competition, wrote  “... largely due to my education under Dr. Rister’s

counseling and guidance, I have a real desire to stay connected with the University ... Over the last 20 years, I

have remained actively involved in his class and have watched him mentor and guide students by going above

and beyond the call of duty.  Through his efforts, Dr. Rister has been able to touch students’ lives in a way

that very few professors take time to do.  Simply put, he makes a difference.”  Dr. Clark Springfield III ‘84

wrote “Dr. Rister is a source of encouragement and inspiration. ... Dr. Rister is an outstanding representative

of Texas A&M University.  He is the definitive Twelfth Man.”  Hunter Goodwin ‘96 wrote “Professor

Rister’s will to provide whatever he can to ensure the success of his students is a rare attribute.  His

commendable performance as a professor and personal mentor to his students distinguishes him and places

him in a class all his own.”

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For AGEC 425, student evaluations have been both of the standard Department format and also of a subjective,

open question format, seeking to identify specific areas of improvement needed in the course format and in the

instructor's mannerisms.  This capstone course in Farm and Ranch Management was revised in 1985 and has filled a

critical gap in COALS curricula.  Emphasis on microcomputer entrepreneurial management- oriented software in a

personalized-student case business-planning context is the focus of the course.  Steady improvement in meeting

students' needs has been observed over the last five years, with many of Dr. Rister's students noting the course is

among the best, if not the best, they have taken at Texas A&M University.  The course is recognized among students as

being rigorous, applied, and filling an important niche in their training.  Dr. Rister's input into the course and his

concern for students' welfare is highly regarded by past students.  While enrollment has not reached the levels once

anticipated due to (a) fewer COALS students returning to farms and ranches, (b) inflexibility in current degree

curricula, and (c) some students’ aversion to the time requirements associated with the class, feedback from former

students supporting his nomination for College of Agricultural and Life Sciences teaching awards in recent years is

favorable.  To quote several of these students:

● "The amazing thing about Dr. Rister is that even those students that tell you how hard his class is still

recommend that you take it."

● "I have to credit most of where I am today to Dr. Rister's counsel and class he taught.  By now being on both

sides of the lending table, I honestly believe that if anyone who has ever borrowed or loaned money for the

production of agriculture products had taken Dr. Rister's Economics class, the farmer and the loan officer

would not be confronted with a lot of the problems they are currently facing today."

● "... I have used many of the classroom principles taught to me by Dr. Rister and others, but probably most

importantly, I have utilized the strong work ethic and the commitment to excellence fervently stressed by him

to each of his students."

● "... Dr. Rister's main concern was for the welfare of his students, for despite his very busy agenda, he always

seemed to have time for us, whether it be to explain complicated theories or just to act as a sounding board for

a young undergraduate like myself."

● "Perhaps the most important aspect of Dr. Rister's teaching abilities exhibited to me that semester was his

genuine concern for the educational well-being of his students and his desire that each and every student put

forth his/her best possible effort."

● "Dr. Rister has a way of taking the most abstract economic principle and applying it to everyday life on a farm

and ranch.  He requires more of a student than anyone I have ever worked under; however, if the student

shows an interest and willingness to learn, he also gives more in return than any one Professor I have ever

met."

● "Outside of the classroom, Dr. Rister was quite willing to work with any student.  There were no gifts in his

class, but he was willing to work just as hard as you were to help you.  This one-on-one consultation often

stretched beyond immediate classroom issues, as long as you were learning."

● "One of the reasons I distinctly remember his class was his attitude.  Dr. Rister portrayed an eagerness, true

interest and excitement for the subject in which he seemed to be putting over a 100% effort.  I felt compelled

to find out what was so interesting and to do my best, otherwise I would be cheating myself."
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Development of Instructional Materials:

Over the years, Dr. Rister has developed several Excel (previously  LOTUS 1-2-3) templates for use in both

AGEC 325 and 425.  Prior to the Department having a microcomputer lab, Dr. Rister had developed several Fortran

programs to run on the Prime mini-computer for use in Farm Management classes.  These software development efforts

have been successful in exposing COALS students to both elementary and advanced aspects of computerized

decisionmaking. 

For the first time, a set of class materials was prepared during 1999 for sale to students in AGEC 325, 485, and the

Guatemala MAB courses; in 2000, these materials were revised and another set developed for AGEC 425.  Contents of

these materials included course syllabus, printouts of PowerPoint slides used in class presentations, lab exercises, the

term project and other special assignments, and other supportive items.

INSTRUCTOR’S NOTE: As of Academic Year 2007-2008, the materials for AGEC 424-425 are in a state of

transition, as an attempt is made to incorporate more breadth to encompass the diverse

range of students’ interests in various types of business and also to seek some balance

between the required workload and the necessary depth for adequate business planning. 

Some students are very vocal (more so in AGEC 424 than AGEC 425 [the latter group

of  students claim to be survivors and the choir, with much less complaining apparent])

that the workload is too much, but repeated evaluation of such feedback is that it is

largely associated with students whose grades fall in the bottom quartile of the class;

my subjective judgement at this date (July 4, 2008) is that the absence of AGEC 325 in

our curricula and students’ own low self-expectations contribute to these comments. 

Students have always offered observations regarding the workload (i.e., 8-10 hrs/wk

outside of class) in AGEC 424 and AGEC 425, but the intensity of the comments has

substantially risen since AGEC 325 was eliminated from the AGEC curriculum and

AGEC 424 was deemed a requirement in the Finance and Real Estate option.

State Farm Management FFA Exam:

Prior to 2002, the Department of Agricultural Economics cooperated with the Department of Agricultural

Education in hosting the annual State Farm Management FFA Contest each spring.  During 1982-94, Dr. Rister

frequently assisted Dr. Ron Kay in preparing the annual exam and in administering the contest.  After Dr. Kay’s

retirement in 1996, Rister assisted Dr. Curtis Lard with the contest on occasion through 2001.

Dr. Rister has had a comprehensive web-page site for his course materials.  The web site address is

agecon.tamu.edu/faculty/rister/.

In the Springs of 1992, 1993, 1994, and 1995, Dr. Rister assisted Drs. Mjelde and Jones with their Academic

Bowl class.  He developed a set of slides and supportive materials for reviewing the farm management and production

economics areas.  Beginning in the Summer of 1996, the one or two graduate students have assumed the responsibility

for coaching the team.  Rister has assisted on request by presenting a session on Farm Management, working with Toby

Rogers in 1996, Stephen Klose and Allen Gray in 1997, and Chad Hobbs and Jennifer Hiser in 1998.  He has

continued this contribution in 2007 - 2009  with Dr. Mjelde’s AGEC 489, “Cross-Cutting Issues in Agribusiness,” class

which is a principal training course for the Department’s Academic Quiz Bowl teams.
