Fall coursework will not be considered for spring applicants.

Applicants to the spring term should have the Required coursework completed by the end of Summer II semester before applying.

e The Department of Agricultural Economics is looking for students who are interested in pursuing our degree as a focus. Students should indicate our
department as the primary major they are interested in if they wish to be admitted. The essay and supporting materials should reflect that the
student is interested in pursuing our degree.

o Transfer applicants are instructed NOT to accept transfer admission to any major with the expectation of later applying for an on-campus change of
major.
